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 US Secy of State Rubio’s speech to 
European allies takes ‘softer tone’

Drone strikes kill at least 
two in Ukraine and Russia

KYIV: Drone strikes killed one 
person in Ukraine and another 
in Russia, o"cials said on Sat-
urday, ahead of fresh talks next 
week aimed at ending the war.

An elderly woman died 
when a Russian drone hit a 
residential building in the 
Black Sea port city of Odesa, 
Ukraine’s State Emergency 
Service said.

In Russia, a civilian was 
killed in a Ukrainian drone 
strike on a car in the border 
region of Bryansk, regional 
Gov. Alexander Bogomaz said.

#e attacks came a day 
a$er a Ukrainian missile strike 
on the Russian border city of 
Belgorod killed two people 
and wounded %ve, according 
to regional Gov. Vyacheslav 
Gladkov.

Meanwhile, another round 
of US-brokered talks between 
envoys from Russia and 
Ukraine will take place next 
week in Geneva, days ahead of 
the fourth anniversary of the 
all-out Russian invasion of its 
neighbour, o"cials in Moscow 
and Kyiv said on Friday.

#e discussions will be held 

on Tuesday and Wednesday, 
Kremlin spokesperson Dmitry 
Peskov said in a statement car-
ried by Russian news agencies.

Ukrainian President 
Volodymyr Zelenskyy’s com-
munications adviser, Dmytro 
Lytvyn, con%rmed the new 
round of negotiations.

#e talks take place against 
a backdrop of continued 
%ghting along the roughly 
1,250-kilometre (750-mile) 
front line, relentless Russian 
bombardment of civilian areas 
of Ukraine and the country’s 
power grid, and Kyiv’s almost 
daily long-range drone attacks 
on war-related assets on Rus-
sian soil. 

Previous US-led e&orts to 
%nd consensus on ending the 
war, most recently two rounds 

of talks in Abu Dhabi, the capi-
tal of the United Arab Emirates, 
have failed to resolve di"cult 
issues, such as the future of 
Ukraine’s Donbas industrial 
heartland that is largely occu-
pied by Russian forces.

Speaking at the annual 
Munich Security Confer-
ence on Saturday, Zelenskyy 
repeatedly thanked American 
and European allies for help-
ing Ukraine by providing air 
defence systems that protect 
infrastructure like power plants 
and “save lives.”

“Russian attacks happen 
almost every night in Ukraine, 
and at least once a week, mas-
sive strikes,” he said, speak-
ing in English. “Without you 
Americans, Europeans, and 
everyone who stands with us, 
it would have been very, very 
di"cult to hold on.”

He reiterated his belief that 
security guarantees for Ukraine 
must come before any peace 
agreement with Russia.

Zelenskyy said last week 
that the United States has given 
Ukraine and Russia a June 
deadline to reach a deal.  AGENCIES

DHAKA: Bangladesh Presi-
dent Mohammed Shahabud-
din is expected to administer 
the oath of o"ce to the new 
Cabinet of BNP chairman 
Tarique Rahman within next 
four days, o"cials said on 
Saturday.

Rahman’s Bangladesh 
Nationalist Party (BNP) on 
Friday secured a sweeping 
victory with more than two-
thirds majority in the land-
mark parliamentary elections 
held on #ursday. #e BNP 
leader is set to become the 
prime minister, replacing the 
interim government chief 
Muhammad Yunus.

“In line with the Constitu-

tion, the president will admin-
ister the oath at Bangabhaban 
(presidential palace),” Cabi-
net Secretary Sheikh Abdur 
Rashid said without giving 
any speci%c date for the oath 
ceremony.

But a senior BNP policy 
making leader, preferring ano-
nymity, said that the swearing 
in ceremony is expected to be 
held on February 16 or 17.

#e Constitution requires 
the cabinet oath taking cer-
emony to be followed by the 
swearing-in of new parliament 
members while a key aide to 
Rahman said the existing legal 
scenario made the issue a little 
complicated.

“#e speaker of the last 
parliament is supposed to con-
duct the MPs’ oath of o"ce but 
she resigned and is living in 
an undisclosed location. #e 
deputy speaker is in jail,” he 
said, wishing not to be named.

In such circumstances, he 
said, the president might select 
someone to conduct the event 
of administering the lawmak-
ers’ oath as “the Constitution 
has kept a provision” for such 
an eventuality.

Rashid, meanwhile, said 
the Constitution says the MPs-
elect must take oath within 
three days of the gazette noti-
%cation, which was issued on 
Saturday morning.        AGENCIES

NEW YORK: A 22-year-old 
Indian postgraduate student 
has gone missing in the US 
state of California, prompt-
ing e&orts by authorities to 
locate him. Saketh Sreeniva-
saiah, a UC Berkeley student 
hailing from Karnataka, disap-
peared on Tuesday, local media 
reported, quoting the police.

His backpack, with his pass-
port and laptop, was found on 
a doorstep in the Park Hills 
neighbourhood, #e Berkeley 
Scanner news portal reported.

#e Indian consulate in San 
Francisco expressed deep con-
cern about his disappearance.

“...deeply concerned about 
the disappearance of Saketh 

Sreenivasaiah, an Indian post-
graduate student of UC Berke-
ley, hailing from the State of 
Karnataka,” it said in an X post.

“#e Consulate is in touch 
with the family and also is in 
contact with the concerned 
local authorities to locate the 
student,” it added.

Sreenivasaiah was last seen 
in the 1700 block of Dwight 
Way, the report quoted police 
as saying. He is described as 
approximately 6 feet 1 inch 
tall, weighing around 73 kilo-
grams, with short black hair 
and brown eyes. Police urged 
anyone with information about 
Sreenivasaiah to notify local law  
enforcement.                       AGENCIES

Indian student goes 
missing in California

MUNICH: US Secretary of 
State Marco Rubio o&ered a 
reassuring message to Ameri-
ca’s allies on Saturday, striking 
a less aggressive but still %rm 
tone about the administration’s 
intent to reshape the trans-
Atlantic alliance and push its 
priorities a$er more than a year 
of President Donald Trump’s 
o$en-hostile rhetoric toward 
traditional allies.

Reminding his audience at 
the annual Munich Security 
Conference about America’s 
centuries-long roots in Europe, 
Rubio said the United States 
would remain forever tied to 
the continent even as it pushes 
for changes in the relationship 
and the international institu-
tions that have been the bul-
wark of the post-World War II 
world order.

Rubio addressed the confer-
ence a year a$er Vice President 
JD Vance stunned the same 
audience with a harsh critique 

of European values. A series of 
statements and moves from the 
Trump administration target-
ing allies followed, including 
Trump’s short-lived threat last 
month to impose new tari&s 
on several European countries 
in a bid to secure US control 
of Greenland, a semiautono-

mous territory of NATO ally 
Denmark.

While o&ering a calmer and 
more reassuring tone than the 
one o$en heard over the past 
year, Rubio made clear that 
the Trump administration is 
sticking to its guns on policy. 
He denounced “a climate cult” 

and “an unprecedented wave of 
mass migration that threatens 
the cohesion of our societies.”

Rubio argued that the 
“euphoria” of the Western vic-
tory in the Cold War led to a 
“dangerous delusion that we 
had entered the end of his-
tory,’ that every nation would 

now be a liberal democracy, 
that the ties formed by trade 
and by commerce alone would 
now replace nationhood ... 
and that we would now live in 
a world without borders where 
everyone became a citizen of  
the world.” 

“We made these mistakes 
together, and now together we 
owe it to our people to face 
those facts and to move for-
ward to rebuild,” Rubio said. 
“#is is why we Americans 
may sometimes come o& as a 
little direct and urgent in our 
counsel,” he said. “#is is why 
President Trump demands 
seriousness and reciproc-
ity from our friends here  
in Europe.” 

Rubio said that an end of 
the trans-Atlantic era “is nei-
ther our goal nor our wish,” 
adding that “our home may 
be in the Western hemisphere, 
but we will always be a child of  
Europe.”                            AGENCIES

B’desh Cabinet oath likely in 4 days
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Another round of 
US-brokered talks 
between envoys 
from Russia and 
Ukraine will take 
place next week

BUDAPEST: #e real threat 
facing Hungary is not Russia 
but the European Union, Prime 
Minister Viktor Orbán said in 
a speech to supporters on Sat-
urday, as his nationalist party 
ramps up an anti-EU campaign 
ahead of national elections.

With only eight weeks until 
the April 12 vote, Orbán and 
his Fidesz party are facing their 
most serious challenge since 
the right-wing populist leader 
retook power in 2010.

Most independent polls 
show Fidesz trailing the cen-
tre-right Tisza party and its 
leader, Péter Magyar, even as 
Orbán has campaigned on the 
unsubstantiated premise that 

the EU would send Hungarians 
to their deaths in neighbouring 
Ukraine if his party loses.

In his speech on Saturday, 
Orbán compared the EU to 
the repressive Soviet regime 
that dominated Hungary for 
over 40 years last century, and 
dismissed the belief of many 
European leaders that Rus-
sian President Vladimir Putin 
poses a threat to the continent’s 
security.

“We must get used to the 
idea that those who love free-
dom should not fear the East, 
but Brussels,” he said, referring 
to the EU’s de-facto capital in 
Belgium. “Fear-mongering 
about Putin is primitive and 

unserious. Brussels, however, is 
a palpable reality and a source 
of imminent danger,” he said 
“#is is the bitter truth, and we 
will not tolerate it.”

Orbán has been a %rm 
opponent of military and 
%nancial aid for Kyiv and has 
maintained close relations 
with Moscow while adopting 
a combative posture toward 
Hungary’s EU and NATO 
partners, which he portrays as 
warmongers. 

In December, he said it 
was “unclear who attacked 
whom” when tens of thou-
sands of Russian forces poured 
across Ukraine’s borders in  
February 2022.                AGENCIES
